Lisbon is one of the most nice capital cities in Europe, weather is warm, and the cost of living is cheap (almost 30% lower than Italy). I believe that is one of the few places in Europe where you may go in Exchange Program without adding much money to the scholarship and still experience something worthy for your life and future career. Despite of all my expectations, Portuguese people speak a very good English so it was easy to fit in the environment.

	topmostSubform[0].Page1[0].TextField1[4]: Universidade de Lisboa (ULisboa) is the largest, oldest and one of the most prestigious university in Portugal. I spent my semester at ISEG (Instituto Superior d' Economia e Gestao), which is the faculty of Economics and Management, where I broaden my knowledge about Corporate Finance taking my optional courses there. It is a very nice place where to study: they have a big library with three floors, two canteens (in one of them you can enjoy a complete lunch for €2,50), very new classrooms (each of them with a personal computer). 
Professors are very good but strict and many of them are also professional workers or consultant.
	topmostSubform[0].Page1[0].TextField1[5]: I was following many courses of their MSc in Finance (in English) in the beginning, in order to choose the ones wich could have interested me the most. What I can tell is that they have a truly high practical approach: lot of business cases and projects which represent huge part of the final exam (from 30% to 50%). In addiction their course is less quantitative than the MSc Finance in Tor Vergata and more oriented to Corporate Finance field. However, for those who are interested in Quantitative Finance, they have some interesting course in the first semester. One of them is held by Professor Tomas Björk, who is a very important teacher in this field and is usually a visiting professor there. The level, according to me, is not higher than Tor Vergata.

	topmostSubform[0].Page1[0].TextField1[6]: Do not underestimate courses at ISEG. They need a lot of workload due to weekly assignements. I suggest you to take Portuguese Course given by the University because it could be helpful to communicate and to meet new people. 
They have also MSc in Economics, which is taught in English and, as far as I know about courses in English, they are also going to offer a MSc in Mathematical Finance.
For what concerns accomodation, I suggest you to find a room in apartment because it is often cheaper than dormitories. If you need I can give the contact of my landlord in Lisbon, who is a kind person and has a lot of apartments in the city.
