· Africa faces a critical education-employment gap: millions of youth complete secondary school without clear, supported pathways to meaningful post-secondary education or employment, particularly in the vital agrifood sector. Traditional models of overseas education are costly and exclusionary.
· This project proposes a transformative shift: "Bring world-class learning to Africa, not African learners to the world." It is an evidence-based approach that builds on research showing the positive socioeconomic impact of higher education and the success of integrated transition support and competency-based training.
· The intern will be involved in
· Review and synthesize existing scholarly research on educational transitions and youth employment in African agri-food systems. 
· Analyze trends and disparities in school enrolment between rural  urban youth using World Bank LSMS data and mapping with GIS data
· The intern will develop the following skills: knowledge of conducting literature review, knowledge of working with multi-purpose household data
